FACULTY SPOTLIGHT

Thomas Mote Named American Association for the Advancement of Science Fellow

UGA Geography Distinguished Research Professor and
Associate Vice President for Instruction, Thomas Mote, has
been named a 2024 American Association for the Advancement
of Science Fellow for “extraordinary achievements leading to
scientific advancement.” Dr. Mote’s achievement was
highlighted in a recent UGA Research article by David Mitchell:

“Five University of Georgia faculty have been named Fellows of the American
Association for the Advancement of Science, bringing the university’s total
membership in the exclusive group to 50.

UGA’s new Fellows, who are elected each year by the AAAS Council to recognize
scientific achievements, are Melissa Mitchum of the College of Agricultural and
Environmental Sciences and Thomas Mote, Robert Schmitz, Michael Terns and
Zheng-Hua Ye of the Franklin College of Arts and Sciences.

“Through their research, these five individuals have made significant impacts in
their respective fields, from plant pathology and genetics to climate impact to

viruses and biotechnology,” said Chris King, interim vice president for research.
“We are very proud to see them recognized with this honor and excited to see
what the future holds for each of them.”

Mote, Distinguished Research Professor in the department of geography, studies
how atmospheric patterns influence extreme weather from heavy rain and snow to
melting ice. His research has spanned the polar regions, where he examines how
weather systems affect Greenland’s ice sheet, to the Caribbean, where he has
explored climate change, land use and dust effects on rainfall and drought.

“l am honored to be recognized by AAAS, an organization that plays a vital role in
advancing science and serving society,” Mote said. “I am grateful to the University
of Georgia for fostering a supportive environment that has advanced my science.”

GUSTO Hosts Trip to Legacy Museum and National Memorial for Peace & Justice

The University of Georgia's Geography Undergraduate Student Organization
(GUSTO) is preparing for a transformative day trip to the Equal Justice Initiative’s
(EJI) Legacy Sites in Montgomery, Alabama.

This educational experience will include visits to the National Memorial for Peace
and Justice, the Legacy Museum, and the Freedom Monument Sculpture Park.
These sites highlight the history of racial injustice in the United States, exploring
legacies of slavery, lynching, segregation, and mass incarceration. By immersing
students in these spaces of historical reflection and social activism, the trip will
provide firsthand exposure to the critical intersection of geography, history, and
social justice, thereby enriching students’ understanding of the built environment,
spatial inequality, and community resilience.

This field trip will directly enhance the academic experience for Geography
students by engaging them with the historical and spatial dimensions of racial
justice. Students will explore the ways in which historical events shape the
landscape and inform modern-day social structures. By reflecting on the
importance of place, memory, and history through the lens of the EJI’s powerful
exhibitions, students will gain a deeper appreciation for the role of geography in
social activism and political movements. This experience will also foster
discussions on how geography as a discipline can contribute to dismantling
systemic inequality.

This experience offers value to Geography students of all concentrations. The
emphasis on the historical development and perpetuation of racial terror aligns with
the Human Geography curriculum, which analyzes race, place, and power.
Secondly, the Legacy Sites’ commitment to mapping provide useful and creative
opportunities for our community members studying Geographic Information
Systems (GIS). Additionally, EJI activities involving soil collection and landscape
analyses engage students of Physical Geography.
